Completing these questions is not mandatory for Participation.

If you are not able to answer the questions before class time, we encourage you to still come and join us.  It is truly amazing what you can learn from your peers in a study like this that can be extremely helpful to your life.  

If you do have the time to answer the questions we encourage you to do the following:

1) Use a Study Bible if you have one so that you can get additional insight to some things that you may not understand.  This kind of Bible will give you extra information at the bottom of the page on certain scriptures.

2) If you have one, use a commentary to help you to get additional understanding.  We suggest that you read the scriptures first and let the Holy Spirit give you interpretation, but a commentary can be helpful for giving additional insight.  A commentary is someone’s interpretation of what they read in the word, so you should read and see what interpretation you get yourself first before reading the commentary. 

3) Use a dictionary to look up words as you read.  You would be amazed how, people have distorted the meanings of words and the use and context that we have for words today that are incorrect.  It can give a lot more clarity to look up even some simple words as you study.

4) MOST IMPORTANT:  Pray for wisdom, understanding, and guidance before you read and study the Bible.  It’s amazing how much more you will understand if this is done.
Proverbs
Read All of Proverbs (Entire Book) and Concentrate hard on Chapters 1-9
1) Who wrote the Book of Proverbs?  Aside from just giving the answer of a name, give a description of the person(s) that you gave for an answer.
2) Are the Proverbs that we read actual “Promises of God”?  Tell why you say yes or no.

3) How do we know that the author of Proverbs had a great ability to write proverbs and about his wisdon?  (1 Kings 4:29 - 34)  What do we learn from these verses?

4) Proverbs give 14 types of people and types of actions that God “hates”.  What are they?

a. Proverbs 3:31

b. Proverbs 6:16-19

c. Proverbs 12:22

d. Proverbs15:8

e. Proverbs15:9

f. Proverbs 15:26

g. Proverbs 16:5

h. Proverbs 17:15

5) Was there any part of # 4 that you might not have realized or may need to make a correction in your life about from this point forward?

This week a part of our lesson will be a “Word Study”.  Please pick from the following words and look up these words in the Concordance of your Bible or use a separate Concordance if possible or necessary.  If you don’t have a Bible with a Concordance in the back of it, you can also go on-line to www.biblegateway.com and use the concordance there.

When you look up the words you should read each scripture that appears for the ALL VERSIONS OF THE WORD.

6) Read Proverbs Chapters 1-9 and be prepared to give any questions that you have to the instructor about any of the Proverbs that you don’t understand need clarification on.  We will try to make sure that we get these answered as we move forward in our study.

7) There are many places in the Proverbs where it describes things that “a fool” does.  If you Bible has a concordance, use it to look up the words (fool, fool’s, Foolish, foolishness) and see what it says about each of these specifically in the book of Proverbs ONLY.  Write them down in a list along with the chapter and verse.

8) Do the same exercise from #7 but this time use the words (wise, wisdom, wiser).

9) What specifically did you learn about being wise and also about what to look for to recognize someone who may not be wise (or is a fool)?
